Tanner, Edward “Ahchechakoonce.” (c. 1849-1917)

Edward “Ahchechakoonce” or “Ahjijukoonce” Tanner was adopted by Chief Picheito Tanner
and was actually the son of Kaybayway and Nahgaunahquahumo. He left Manitoba in the 1870s
and settled at White Earth Reservation in Minnesota. He married Nowegwance (b. 1845) and had
children George (c. 1890), Lizzie (c. 1892), John (c. 1895), Neshwubequance (c. 1897), Mary (c.
1898) and Mark. (Edward) never lived on Gambler’s reserve. He likely lived at White Earth
reserve in Minnesota, having moved there in the 1870s. He appears as Edward Tanner — Full
blood age 50 on the 1911 White Earth Land List.
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
